It is open to both UF students and students from other universities. Past participants have come from public and private universities that span the country, such as Harvard, NYU, Cornell, UCLA, FIU, University of Kansas and other institutions throughout the U.S. 

Why Brazil?  
With 180 million people, Brazil is the largest country in Latin America.  It has the ninth largest economy in the world, which accounts for 40% of the region’s GDP. Policies adopted by the government in recent years to stabilize and open the economy have made Brazil one of the most dynamic emerging markets in the world and a leading destination for foreign capital.  Executives and investors cannot afford to overlook Brazil.  In today’s globalized economy, companies need employees who speak Portuguese and who understand the country from a business perspective and can operate effectively in this challenging environment.
Why Rio?  
Rio de Janeiro is an inviting place to study Brazilian business.  Located in one of the most beautiful natural settings in the world, the “marvelous city” is the cultural capital of Brazil and a sophisticated business and investment hub, second only to São Paulo, which the students also visit as part of the program.  Rio offers students a mild climate, beautiful beaches and a relaxed lifestyle in addition to access to multinational and local firms.

University of Florida and its Brazilian Partners.  
UF has a long history of working in Brazil.  For 25 years it has operated a summer Portuguese language program at the Instituto Brasil-Estados Unidos (IBEU) in the Copacabana zone of Rio.  In 2000, in response to growing investor interest in Brazil, UF joined forces with IBEU and the Catholic University of Rio (Pontifícia Universidade Católica or PUC-Rio) to initiate this six-week, six-credit program integrating a professional-level business course with applied Portuguese language training.  PUC-Rio is the oldest, best-known private university in Brazil, and its School of Business is one of the best in Latin America.
